· All food purchases in the clubhouse and merchandise purchases in the golf shop will be CASH ONLY.  


Please make it your first priority to register once you arrive at the club for the practice round.  You must register at Gulph Mills Golf Club between the hours of 9:30 a.m to 3:00 p.m. on Monday, June 12 or notify the Committee of late arrival.  Failure to register or notify the Committee will result in forfeiture of place.


There will be a mandatory rules meeting at the Club on Monday, June 12 at 5:30 p.m.  This will be followed by the Long Drive Contest which provides an opportunity for fun, camaraderie and prizes!  


The Centennial Dinner guarantees to be a noteworthy event.  It will be held at the Club on June 14.  Dorothy and Nancy Porter, mother and daughter, will be our guest speakers.  Dorothy won the WEGA Championship in 1969 at Gulph Mills while Nancy captured the WEGA title in 1986 at the very same venue.
